To be signed by ALL participants

It is not acceptable for participants of diocesan youth events, at ANY time, to:

• drink, possess. or be under the influence of alcoholic beverages;
• possess or be under the influence of illegal drugs;

• show disrespect (including use of coarse language or jokes that may offend) to fellow participants, 

event staff, property of others, or property of the event site;
• engage in any inappropriate sexual conduct, contact, or behavior;
• possess or use weapons of ANY sort;
• commit acts of theft or violence;
• leave the established boundaries without permission of the event coordinators;
• fail to obey the established event schedule;
• or fail to remain with the group during activities.

HAPPENING is a weekend presented by teenagers for teenagers. The weekend is spent in a re-
laxed, fun, informal, loving environment sharing your faith in a Christian atmosphere. A young 
person who acts as “rector” leads the weekend with the help of clergy and a staff of mostly 
young people.  The weekend is open to youth in grades 10, 11, and 12.

HAPPENING encourages teenagers to relate the foundations and message of the Christian faith 
to their world. A HAPPENING weekend is just a beginning.  The idea is to get closer to God dur-
ing the three-day program and continue to grow  in the Christian way of life.  HAPPENING en-
courages participation in the local parish.

The format of the weekend includes talks and discussions on the basic elements of Christian life 
and its application to daily living. The sacraments of the church also play an integral part 
throughout the weekend. This weekend is sponsored by the Episcopal Church and we will be 
celebrating some of the sacraments according to the Episcopal Book of Common Prayer.  We en-
courage people to live fuller Christian lives in their respective denominations.

Total cost for the Happening weekend is $55, and a non-
refundable deposit of $15 must accompany the application.  The balance ($40) is due at 
the beginning of the event.
